You have filled us and all creation with your blessing and fed us with your constant love; you have redeemed us in 
Jesus Christ and knit us into one body. Through your Spirit you replenish us and call us to fullness of life. 
 

Therefore, joining with Angels and Archangels and with all the company of heaven, we lift our voices with all 
creation as we say:
